 Made some changes to bylaws. 
 
Endorsement of goals by council will happen either May 5th or May 19th.   
A contractor forum is being held that is part of the Master Plan. 
 
The code is written that a re-roof requires a demo permit.  Council member 
Stolzmann would like clarification of code on demo and repair. 
 
What will it take to get the revolving loan fund going? There was a discussion of 
how the program will work.  Council member Dalton asked for choices to be 
presented to Council.  Are remedies in the Resolution from last year sufficient?  
There needs to be more discussion in HPC. 
 
Have explored creating conference space in Austin Niehof; the building could use 
a facelift.  There was discussion of construction of the building, the period of 
significance and asbestos. Perhaps the rehab of the building could be a 
demonstration project.   
 
How do people start the process of landmarking their house?  Creation of a 
handout on how the process starts is on the HPC to-do list.  Look at the Boulder 
website to see what is on their website. 
 
Council member Dalton asked questions about Historic Structure Assessment 
architects.  There is a pre-qualified list and was compiled through an RFP. 
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There was a discussion of customized design guidelines/pattern books and 
Guidelines vs standards. 
 
Hank wants list of HPC draft goals. 
 
Initial outreach for landmarking should be done by staff.  Refer people to Bridget 
at the Museum. 
 
There was a discussion about setting a period of significance.   Director Russ 
said it will be discussed as part of the Preservation Master Plan.   
 
Discussion – Preparation for Joint Meeting with Superior 
There was a discussion of expectations for the joint meeting with Superior.
